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The Seville Museum

of Popular Arts and Customs is a
state-owned institution managed by
the Junta de Andalucia Ministry of
Culture. It is part of the network of
museums devoted to researching and
disseminating our anthropological
and ethnographic heritage. Spanish
law protects this type of legacy, which
is not limited purely to objects that
can be displayed in a museum, but
also includes the study and recording
of the living knowledge and customs
that perpetuate the traditional heritage
of our daily lives.

The Mudejar Pavilion

was designed by the architect Anibal
Gonzélez as part of the Plaza de
América complex for the 1929 Ibero-
American Exhibition. In 1972 it became
the home of the Museum of Popular
Arts and Customs. The building has
four floors and almost 8,000 square
metres of floor space taken up by the
areas open to the public and internal
museum services (research,
administration and storage).

to the permanent exhibition rooms,
facilities open to the public include
audiovisual rooms, where visitors
can watch documentaries about
traditional Andalusian life made by
the museum’s Research and
Dissemination Departments, and a
large temporary exhibition area that
allows the museum to show parts
of its collection not normally included
in the permanent exhibitions or
exhibits from similar institutions.

Future plan of the first floor after refurbishment
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This floor is currently closed to the
public for refurbishment, partly due to
the natural ageing of the facilities that
date from 1972 and partly due to the
fact that museological concepts have
changed since that time. The new
project has two objectives: a new
museography that will not substantially
change the content of the exhibition,
but will make it easier to observe and
understand, and new installations that
will be more convenient for visitors and
provide greater security for the exhibits.

The refurbishment will allow us to offer
alternative itineraries. Internal stairways
will connect the exhibits on the main and
first floors. For this reason we have
concentrated everything to do with
clothing and textiles in the east wing of
both floors and everything related to the
rural and urban dwelling in the west wing.

The main floor of the museum covers
nearly 2,000 square metres. The three
central rooms (lll, IV and V) are reserved
for temporary exhibitions, while the
660 square metres of the other four
rooms (I, II, VI and VII) house the
permanent exhibition area, devoted
exclusively to the Diaz Velazquez
Collection. In 1991 this area was
completely remodelled
museographically by the Junta de
Andalucia Ministry of Culture and
modern air conditioning, lighting and
security systems were installed.

(approximately 10%) of the most
representative pieces from the Diaz
Velazquez Collection of Lace and
Embroidery, one of the most

normally gives a good idea not only
of the social status of its residents, but
also of their aesthetic tastes, their way
of conceiving and distributing the
space, their activities, their habits and
their way of life in general. The concept
of this house and its furnishings
correspond to the Andalusian upper
middle class stereotype from the end
of the 19th century.

The tour of the lower-ground floor offers
visitors three large thematic blocks.
The first, in Rooms | to Ill, is an analysis
of the functions and typology of
furniture and domestic utensils. The
second, devoted the crafts, is in Rooms
IV, X and XI. The third, in Rooms V to
VII, is a record of pottery manufacture,
including tiles, historical pottery,
present-day common ware and mass-
produced china. Room VIIl takes a
monographic look at weapons for
personal defence. The last room on
this floor, Room XII, documents
traditional systems of measuring
weights and the volume of liquids and
dry goods.
