El refugio de los quirópteros forma parte de un complejo minero abandonado. Cuenta con dos entradas utilizadas por los quirópteros 
cavernícolas: una, a modo de pozo a ras de suelo, cuenta con una profundidad de 10 m; y la otra, considerada la principal, da acceso a una 
primera sala pequeña, con depósitos de murcielaguina. Por una gatera en mal estado se llega a una gran sala, situada a un nivel inferior, con 
varios divertículos que presentan grandes deposiciones de murcielaguina. La sala principal llega a superar los 6 m de altura y la longitud 
máxima los 30 m. La parte inferior está inundada. El refugio se encuentra precariamente vallado.
