4.2 Quality and importance

Las prioridades de conservacién seleccionadas sobre las que se orientard la gestién y conservacién de estas ZEC son los quirépteros
(murciélagos) cavernicolas y el HIC 8310 Cuevas no visitadas por el turismo.Las cuevas y cavidades es el habitat utilizado por los
murciélagos cavernicolas de la ZEC como refugio, pues durante su hibernaciény periodo de cria necesitan unos requerimientos muy
especificos. De hecho, se ha constatado en los diferentes estudios de sequimiento de murciélagos la importancia de la calidad del refugio
para su supervivencia y desarrollo en diferentes momentos de su ciclo biolégico, por lo que la conservacién de estos ambientes resulta
estratégica para el mantenimiento de las colonias.La presencia de la especie Myotis capaccinii, es de destacar que esta seria la localidad mas
occidental de su area de distribucién de la que se tiene constancia en los censos de la Ultima década en Andalucia. El Marrubio redne unas

condiciones idéneas para invernar y es utilizada por individuos de R. ferrumequinum anillados en las zonas de cria.
