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Pinares de La Rocina

La Rocina’s pine woods

Los pinares constituyen la principal comunidad vegetal de
Dofiana. Su aparicion en la zona se debe a las repoblaciones que
se llevaron a cabo en el siglo XVIII en zonas proximas a la
desembocadura del Guadalquivir, con el fin de abastecer a la Real
Armada de material de construccion para sus buques.

Desde la finca de Marismillas, el pinar se extendio a todo el
territorio, ocupando incluso las zonas mas resguardadas del
sistema dunar, ya muy proximas a la costa.

En el area de Donana el pinar ha constituido una fuente de
alimentacién e ingresos de primer orden. Los bosques hansidoy
son tratados para la produccion del pifion, a través de una poda
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~ that plne cone can be harvested every year
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The pines are the most important community of vegetation in
Donana. Their appearance in the area is due to reforestation in the
18th Century near Guadalquivir's river mouth in order to provide
the Royal Navy for shipbuilding. From Marismillas estate, the pine
trees spread over the entire territory occupying even the most
protected zone of the dune ecosystem, very close to the coast.

In Donana, the pine trees have always been a primary source of
food and income. The woods have been and still are treated for
pine kernel production by selective pruning that favours the
ripening of the pine cone, they take up three years to ripen for this
reason/we can find pine cone in different phases of r|pen|ng So
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
